September 2024 — May 2025 Channel Closures

Release Date: May 28, 2024

In September 2024, the Contractor will begin installation of the new drawbridge spans. This work
requires temporary full and partial closures of the navigational channel.

The existing bridge roadway will continue to be open to vehicles and pedestrians.

During full channel closures, a barge will be blocking the channel, and it will be closed to all marine
vessels from 6:00 A.M. Monday through 6:00 P.M. Friday. There will be no bridge openings in this

period.

During partial closures, the channel width will be reduced by half, from 75 feet to 37.5 feet, as bridge
work occurs on either side of the river. The bridge operator will instruct vessels, as is currently done,
when there are scheduled bridge openings during partial closure periods.

The anticipated channel closure schedule is as follows:
